Delta Force officer Charley Castillo is assigned the task of
finding a missing DEA agent in W.E.B. Griffin’s Shooters. An ex-secret agent and his partner are pitted against a ruthless Central Asian dictator
in Steve Perry’s Venetian Betrayal. In David Poyer’s Korea Strait, a major international naval exercise leads to a world-shattering confronta-
tion. A spy becomes suspicious of events within his agency in lan Rankin’s Watchman.

Diary of a Bad Year by Nobel Prize winner J.M. Coetzee, is a “shrewdly charming novel about deception and integrity, shame and honor, crime
and punishment, and beauty and kindness.” Desperate for a job, the nature-loving Cassie lies her way into working for a professor of animal
behavior in Jennifer Kaufman’s new novel, A Version of the Truth. Judith A. Jance’s latest Ali Reynolds novel is Hand of Evil. The series is set in
Sedona, Arizona. Virginia Deberry’s Gotta Keep on Tryin’is a sequel to the popular Tryin’ to Sleep in the Bed You Made. Symphony by Jude
Morgan tells of the notorious love affair between composer Hector Berlioz and an Irish actress. Fern Michaels’ latest novel is Hokus Pokus.

Psychic Raine Tallentyre is recruited by the Arcane Society in Jayne Ann Krentz’s Sizzle and Burn. Julie Garwood set her romance, Shadow
Music, in medieval Scotland. Nora Roberts starts a new trilogy with Blood Brothers. Plum Lucky by Janet Evanovich and Stephen King’s
Duma Key both arrive in January.

Dragon Harper is Anne McCaffrey new Pern novel. Opening Atlantis, an alternative history by Harry Turtledove, chronicles the history of the
planet’s eighth continent. The latest sci-fi from Diana Palmer is The Morcai Battalion. Upon the Midnight Clear is a romantic fantasy by
Sherrilyn Kenyon.

A romantic cruise leads to mystery and mayhem in Nancy J. Cohen’s Killer Knots. Maggie Barbieri tells the tale of a college professor trying to
prove the killing of her ex-hushand is linked to a local mob boss in Extracurricular Activities. Third Strike by Philip Craig and William Tapply
teams up their series protagonists, J.W. Jackson and Brady Coyne. In Laurie King’s Touchstone, Bennett Grey’s extraordinary sensitivity is called
into service by the British government to find a terrorist. An FBI agent finds pictures of a childhood friend who disappeared twenty-five years ago
in Thomas Lakeman’s Chillwater Cove. Drug trafficking, a double murder and the search for a missing teenage drive Michael McGarrity’s Death
Song. T is for Trespass is Sue Grafton’s latest Kinsey Millhone mystery.

Michael A. Sheehan, one of America’s leading terrorism experts, offers a realistic study of what the country needs to do to protect itself in Crush
the Cell: How to Defeat Terrorism without Terrorizing Ourselves. Craig Childs describes forty encounters with a variety of species in
Animal Dialogues. Other notable non-fiction titles include: People Gone Too Soon: 50 Famous Lives That Ended Far Too Soon; Michael
Pollan’s In Defense of Food; Dean Ornish’s The Spectrum: How to Customize a Way of Eating and Living Just Right for You and Your
Family, and Jim Cramer’s Stay Mad for Life: Get Rich, Stay Rich (Make Your Kids Even Richer).
