Don’t miss the 8th annual Vegas Valley Book Festival, a celebration 
of the written, spoken and illustrated word, scheduled for November 
4-8, 2009. As the largest annual literary event in Las Vegas, the festival 
was founded on the simple premise of bringing together those who love 
to write books and those who love to read books. 

This year’s activities include 100 authors in a full schedule of readings, 
panel discussions and book signings, with most sessions taking place at 
the Historic Fifth Street School. Kay Ryan, the Poet Laureate of the 
United States, will serve as the opening keynote speaker. Other special 
book festival programs include the Target Children’s Festival on 
Centennial Plaza, the Local Authors Fair in the Fountain Courtyard and 
Poetry Under the Stars on the Lewis Avenue Corridor. 

At the Clark County Library, E. L. Doctorow will present the festival’s 
closing keynote on Sunday, November 8 at 7 p.m. and will discuss his 
writings and latest work, Homer & Langley: A Novel. Doctorow’s work has been published in 32 languages. His novel, Ragtime, was 
adapted for fi lm and as an award-winning musical on Broadway. The Clark County Library will have a screening of Ragtime on Sunday, 
November 8 at 2 p.m.   

In celebration of the illustrated word, Sahara West Library and Clark County Library will both display The Legends Behind Comic 
Books exhibition beginning October 13 through January 5 featuring original art of classic comic strips from the collection of 
Michael Uslan. Uslan is best known as a producer of all the modern Batman fi lms. A panel discussion on the history of comic books will 
kick off the event featuring Greg Hildebrandt at 6 p.m. on Tuesday, October 13 at the Sahara West Library followed by a reception. 

The Vegas Valley Comic Book Festival will be presented at the Clark County Library on Saturday, November 7 from 11 a.m. to 
4 p.m. Comic book fans will get a chance to meet some of the top names in today’s comics. There will be four feature panel discussions 
and fi lm screenings. You will also be able to get your comics signed or your art portfolio reviewed, check out the publisher’s tables or 
pick up some great merchandise at our market place featuring local comic book stores. Guests scheduled to appear include Michael 
Uslan, Matt Wagner, Kim Deitch, Cecil Castelluci, Mark Evanier, Deryl Skelton, Gilbert Hernandez, Steve Englehart, Laurenn McCubbin, 
Chris Staros and Dan Vado. 

On Saturday, November 7 at 7 p.m. at the Clark County Library, author and Las Vegas Review-Journal columnist John L. Smith will 
debut Amelia’s Long Journey, a collection of stories about his young daughter who was diagnosed with a deadly tumor in 2004. 

Festival presenters include the City of Las Vegas Offi ce of Cultural Affairs, Las Vegas-Clark County Library District, Las Vegas Review-
Journal and Nevada Humanities. Special thanks to the Las Vegas-Clark County Library District Foundation, without whom programs 
like this would not be possible.

It’s very easy to post a review:

“Add a Review” button. Enter your library card number and PIN. 
Enter a title for your review (try to make it short and interesting) and 
write your review. Avoid using spoilers so you don’t ruin it for others. 
Also, don’t use the review to comment on other reviews, promote your 
own work or for solicitations. When you’ve written the review, add your 
fi rst name or initials. Then click the “Submit” button. Review your work 
and confi rm, or cancel if you’ve changed your mind.

Your review will be approved by library staff and they 
may edit for length, spelling and grammar.
